As the regulator, the Law Society is in the best position to advise whether a person needs to be licensed.  I would continue to refer people to that website, and if they are particularly interested, to register for the teleconference.

In my opinion, consultants who appear before WSIB appeals resolution officers or the WSIAT will have to be licensed by the law society or be in a class excluded from licensing.
